7. The event will consist 8 classes as per IDMC Clubnight Classes 2022:


Class 1 – FE FWD Series Production cars upto 1000cc 


Class 2 – FE FWD Series Production cars 1001cc - 1200cc 


Class 3 – FE FWD Series Production cars between 1201cc – 1400cc


Class 4 – FE FWD Series Production cars over 1401cc 


Class 5 – RWD Series Production cars, Sports Cars 


Class 6 – Production Kit Cars, Kit Cars, Specials* 


Class 7 – 4WD Series Production cars, to a maximum kerb weight of 1330kg.


Class 8 - Rally cars with an MSA log book. 

Class 1,2,3 and 4 may be merged if a minimum of 3 entries in either class is not reached*

Class 5,6, 7 and 8 may be merged if a minimum of 3 entries in either class is not reached*

*A car which does not have a standard body shell, majority of interior trim, seats, glass and does not have running gear, fuel tank or battery in the manufacturers location. Plus any vehicle with a hydraulic handbrake.

* Class merges are at the discretion of the clerk of course and secretary.

The organisers reserve the right to reclassify competitors according to H30.1.3g. All vehicles must comply with MS UK 
Technical Regulations Section M. 8.

“NO KNOBBLY TYRES ALLOWED AT THIS VENUE – SO TYRES MUST COMPLY WITH”:-

TYRES - Tyre Regulation for 2022

1.Tyres may be either Summer or Winter tyres but must have non aggressive road patterns.  (A non-aggressive pattern being a pattern having horizontal or latteral grooves of between 2mm and 9mm across its width).

2. Aggressive tyres ie tyres with horizontal or lateral groves across their width of 10mm or more may not be used.

Circumferential groves, groves running round the diameter of the tyre may exceed 10mm 

The scrutineer will make the final decision as to whether a tyre conforms to this tyre regulation.  

8. Awards will be presented as per “Clubnight Awards 2022”.


No competitor may win more than one award.
