EV/HV 12-Car Navigation Run

Saturday 14th June 2025

1. Announcement

Ilkley & District Motor Club Ltd will organise a 12-Car Navigation Rally for Electric (EV) and Hybrid vehicles (HV)under a Motorsport UK Clubman Permit (which has been applied for) on Saturday 14th June 2025.

2. Jurisdiction

The event will be held under the NCRs of Motorsport UK (incorporating the

provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA) and these Supplementary Regulations).
3. Eligibility

The event is open to fully elected members of IDMC and fully elected members of an MSUK registered club who hold a valid Motorsport UK RS Clubman licence, which is free and can be applied for online. 

4. Vehicles

The event is specifically for Electric Vehicles (EVs) and Hybrid Vehicles (HVs), which

must comply with all relevant road traffic laws and Motorsport UK Technical Regulations.

ICE vehicles can compete if there are still spaces available as priority will be given to EV & HV vehicles, they will not be eligible for the overall award.
5. Programme

Entries Open on publication of these regulations and close on Monday 9th June @ 19:15hrs

Signing on MUST be done on completion of your entry via MCM.

Start Time for 1st car 18.01hrs

6. Route
The start will be from the A59 layby West of Bolton Abbey (approach from the East).

The event will cover approximately 60 miles on public roads, including 3 regularity sections (the first will be practice not counting for results).

The route will comply with the Road Traffic Act and will be pre-checked for suitability for EVs and HVs. No maps will be required.

7. Classes

Class 1: Fully Electric Vehicles (EVs)

Class 2: Hybrid Vehicles (HVs)

Class 3: ICE Vehicles (see 8 below)

8. Entries

The maximum number of entries is 12 crews and the entry fee is £18.00 Entries must be submitted online using the following link – www.motorclubmanager.co.uk/events/160

The entry is limited to 12 cars, priority given to EV or HEV. If there are spaces then ICE cars will be accepted.

The organising club reserves the right to refuse entries without assigning a reason.

9. Navigation & Timing

A simple Tulip road book including speed tables, issued when you sign on. No maps or speed tables required.

Use your car tripmeter, an app on your phone (you will then need two phones) or a rally tripmeter if you have one fitted.

Timing will be by RallyAppLive – a mobile phone will be needed for this, mounted where both crew members can see it.

10. Penalties will be as per Motorsport UK NCRs, with any modifications in the final instructions.

12. Awards

1st Overall Crew receives £100.00 off the entry to EcoRally Scotland in July* 

*ICE will not be eligible for this award.
13. General

There will be no charging stops during the event – cars should arrive as fully charged as possible with a range for at least 60 miles.

Motorsport UK signing-on declarations must be completed prior to the event.

By submitting an entry, competitors confirm their agreement to abide by these

regulations and Motorsport UK’s general rules and policies.
1. Third Party Insurance is a Third Party Insurance and is available from REIS at a cost of £22.00, subject to you being able to comply with the following:

14. Insurance 

Vehicles must have a valid motor insurance policy which provides as a minimum, Third Party Liability cover that complies with the Road Traffic Act. This can be either, by extending an existing motor policy to cover the event, or, by purchasing additional cover, providing under the Event Road Section Scheme as an adjunct to an existing motor policy. 

If a competitor has an extension to their existing policy, they will be required to sign a declaration that the cover complies with the requirements of the Road Traffic Act. Any responsibility for a fraudulent or misleading declaration about existing cover lies with the competitor. 

If a competitor wishes to purchase additional Road Section cover via the organisers then they can do so prior to the event providing they comply with the following: 

• is aged 19 years or older 

• has held a full UK / EU driving licence for a minimum of 6 months OK 

• has no more than 6 conviction points on their licence and no bans of any kind OK 

• has had no more than 1 fault claim in the last 3 years  

• do not have the Third-Party Extension cover on their existing motor policy  

• the vehicle has a valid MOT and taxed for the road, unless exempt from doing so 

Anyone aged less than 19 years old will also be accepted at the same price should their co-driver be a more senior member of their family or over 25.  Any competitor who falls outside these parameters may be offered cover at equivalent terms or an agreed price, if approval from the Appointed Insurance Broker has been obtained by the event organisers, prior to the event.  Approval can be sought by Event Organisers sending an email to the contact@reis.co.uk and provide the Drivers’ name and date of birth, the date they passed their driving test and full details of any motoring claims and/or convictions. 

Additional cover provided by this scheme is only effective whilst the vehicle is actively competing in the event and remains under the control or direction of the event organiser(s).  Cover will cease 

immediately if you are precluded, excluded or retire from the event.
